lor more than 15 years, Develop-
Iment Associates, Inc. (DAI) has
Ibeen working with Utah build-
ers and individuals to create

As
a multi-purpose land
developer, the com-
pany is in a unique
position to mold the
landscape into sup-
portive communities
for a wide range of
purposes.

DAI's mission is to
transform raw land
into entitled lots with
finished infrastruc-
ture including sew-
ers, roads and utility
connections ready
for builders to begin
work.

"We're a resource
and a help to the builders," said Randy Camp-
bell, the principal broker of Excel Realty and
in-house broker for DAI. "We're providing lots
for them to build on."

In 2005, DAI developed and sold nearly
1,000 lots along the Wasatch Front. More than
4,000 lots are currently under development
or projected for future plans. Neighborhood
sizes vary from just a few lots for pure custom
homes to larger planned communities suitable
for a range of styles.

Instead of just adding infrastructure, DAI
strives to create true communities that work
with the land rather than overpower it. "When
you look at a piece of land, you try to deter-
mine what that best use of that land would be,"
Campbell said.

Campbell estimated that 90 percent of the
company's work is oriented toward residential

communities, while the remaining land is more
appropriate for commercial retail use such as
shopping plazas, grocery stores and restau-
rants that serve those neighborhoods.

DAI also is engaged in a resort project at
Strawberry Reservoir involving 1,000 moun-
tainside acres for the upcoming Strawberry
Pines community near Soldier Creek Dam.
Twenty acres will be developed as an upscale
lodge with condominiums and cottages as well
'as a restaurant, health spa and other amenities.
More than 200 individual cabin sites will be
part of the resort, and year-round access will
encourage both summer and winter outdoor
recreation.

The expected completion of the lodge area is
2008.

When developing a specific area, DAI takes
far more into consideration than simply the

projected number of homes. DAI considers
the natural topography of the land and uses its
best features to enhance communities with ap-
propriate parks, lakes, outdoor amphitheaters,
playgrounds and walking trails integrated into
the overall design.

"It's important to DAI to develop communi-
ties unique to their surroundings," said Toni
Faulk, the company's marketing manager.
"DAI is a steward of the land and strives to cre-
ate communities with open space complement-
ing the natural surroundings."

Not only does DAI strive to give each com-
munity a unique natural appeal, but the com-
pany reserves 10-15 percent of the lots in many
subdivisions to be sold to individuals, allowing
homeowners to create a truly customized home
,in the neighborhood of their choice.
